From the Rector  
 
Dear friends, 
 
Summer—those long, warm, drowsy days when things move just a little bit more slowly than the rest of the year—is a 
time that just about everyone looks forward to.  Children are off from school, families take vacations or long weekends at 
the beach, food is cooked outside on the grill, and everyone stays up just a little bit later than usual because the night air 
is so nice.  It is a time when memories are made, because our everyday life slows down enough to remember what we 
are doing. 
 
It is also a time when we can take some time to become a little more aware of God’s presence in our lives, because we 
might just have a little more time than usual to do so.  While you are on that vacation with your family, pause every now 
and then to savor the gift that God has given you through the lives of each of your family members.  As you walk along 
the beach or through the woods or up a mountain, stop every now and then and allow yourself to be awed by God’s 
creation that is all around you.  Notice the miracle that is a fern, a tree, a flower, a running stream, or the ocean.  As you 
cook that food on the grill and smell the wonderful aromas of grilled chicken, hamburgers or hotdogs, take a moment to 
give thanks for the food that God gives you each and every day that sustains you and gives you life.  As your children 
play in the surf, or build sandcastles, or swim in the lake, join them in the fun, for play is given to us by God, and as 
adults we need to play too.

Church in summertime is different from the rest of the 
year.  Like the rest of our lives, it is less busy and it is quieter, but this too offers us another opportunity for some space 
to hear God’s voice and to sense God’s presence.  Even at church, we can get so caught up in activities and things to do 
that we drown out God’s words to us.  Summertime is a wonderful opportunity to experience a different kind of worship 
experience.  So come to church here at St. Paul’s when you are in town, and when you are traveling seek out a church 
in the community you are visiting.  It is good to see and experience another community’s worship service.

�x�� Please do not leave leftovers in the refrigerator after coffee 
hour or other events.  The only exception is milk, juice, or 
cream that can be used until it expires.  Each week on Wed. 
morning the refrigerator/freezer is cleaned out and food is thrown away.  If you need to leave 
something for an event, just write on the item in marker your name and it will be kept until the 
event.  Food left on the counter or wooden block will draw unwanted bugs as this warm 
weather approaches.  
�x�� The dishwasher is always to be used.  It is a requirement of the health department. 
�x�� The wooden block should be washed down with the solution that is kept in the kitchen.
